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A) Examination Centres must fulfil the Criteria as follows:

The Examination Centre shall have proper monitoring mechanisms for Closed Circuit
Television (CCTV) recording of the entire examination procedure & biometric system. In
case of non-availability of the Closed-Circuit Television facilities, Exam Centres must
ensure that proper videography be conducted and video recordings (in the form of
CD/DVD) must be submitted by Coordinator through Registred Post (Examination Centre)
to the Deputy Registrar (Exams) of the Examinations Branch of Jagat Guru Nanak Dev
Punjab State Open University, Patiala.

The Exam Centres shall retain all such Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV) recordings in
archives for minimum period of five years, which may be required for verification anytime
by the University.

The attendance of examinees shall be authenticated through biometric system as per
Aadhaar details or other Government identifiers of Indian learners.

B) Minimum Standards to be maintained at Examination Centres:

The examination centre must be centrally located in the city with good connectivity from
railway station or bus stand for the convenience of the students.

Building and grounds of the examination centre must be clean and in good condition.

The examination centre must have an examination hall with adequate seating capacity
and basic amenities.

Fire extinguishers must be in working order, locations well marked and easily accessible
Emergency exits must be clearly indentified and clear of obstructions.



(v) The Examinations Centre shall have adequate and comfortable seating.

(vi) Capacity and amenities including adequate lighting, ventilation and clean drinking water
facilities.

(vii) Safety and security of the examination centre must be ensured.

(viii) Restrooms must be located in the same building as the examination centre and restrooms
must be clean, supplied with necessary items, and in working order.

(ix) Provision of drinking water must be available near the examination centre.

(x) Facilities for examinees with Disabilities should be available.
